No smoking is allowed in the House or on the House grounds.

No discriminatory, unsafe, disrespectful, disruptive, abusive, offensive,
suggestive, sexual or illegal behavior will be tolerated.

No alcohol or illegal drugs are allowed on the premises.
No firearms, knives or other weapons are allowed on the premises.

No open flames (candles, incense, matches, lighters, etc.) are allowed in the
House.

Families are expected to clean their guest room before checking out of the
House (see House Check Out Procedures in guest room binder).

10.Children must be supervised by a parent or guardian at all times.
